Banshee’s Fastpitch Softball Quarterly Newsletter 

 
Welcome to the banshee’s Fastpitch Softball organization’s quarterly newsletter.  Our teams have been 
working very hard over the winter in preparation for the 2010 tournament season.  We know our players are 
excited about the season and our organization is excited regarding the growth of our very talented player’s 
skills and knowledge of the game of softball.  Our players are very dedicated to the sport of softball as 
evidenced by the hard work put into practice and games over the winter months.  Below please find recent 
highlights regarding our organization and teams. 
 
Board Of Directors meeting update: 
 
The Board Of Directors will hold its 1st quarterly meeting for calendar year 2010 on March 18th, 2010.  The 
Board will be reviewing the practice schedule for our teams as well as the Banshee’s hosted tournament 
schedule for the 2010 spring/summer season.  We are fortunate to have good support from both the township 
and school district in providing fields for our teams to practice and hold tournaments.  The organization is 
happy to report that our 10u/12u tournament for may 1st and 2nd, 2010 is getting a good response from area 
teams.  Our 14u pony tournament scheduled for june 5th and 6th, 2010 is completely sold out with 12 teams 
coming from Maryland, New Jersey, and Pennsylvania.  Our 14u ASA National Qualifier scheduled for July 10th 
and 11th, 2010 recently expanded to 16 teams due to high demand for participation.  We are also excited to add a 
fall 18u ASA National Qualifier tournament that is scheduled for October 2nd and 3rd, 2010.  Working 
collaboratively with our local tri-county ASA organization, we are fortunate to receive sanctioning for two 
ASA National Qualifier tournaments that will provide the winner with berths to ASA Nationals.  The Board will 
consider approval of standardized Player and Coach Uniform order forms.   The Board will also discuss 
tentative 2011 try-out dates.  We anticipate holding try-outs the weekends of August 21st and 22nd, 2010 and 
August 28th and 29th, 2010.  More details will follow in our next quarterly newsletter and will be announced 
on the Banshee’s website around the 15th of July.

Each player should now have all articles of clothing ordered.  We know that it was a difficult process this 
year and we are working with the vendor to improve the process and time from order to receipt of uniform items.  
The organization is working toward an online ordering process/website.  We anticipate the new online system 
to be in place by august 1st, 2010.  We are nearing completion of the uniform ordering website for final 
approval by the Board of Directors.  In the future, each team will coordinate with the vendor through a team 
uniform representative for team uniform orders placed through the website.  We are looking for volunteers 
from each team to act as the team uniform coordinator.  If interested, see your head coach for details. 
 
Future coaching opportunities: 
 
Reminder that we are still looking for two head coaches for the 2010-2011 season.  One at the 10u and one at 
the 14u age levels.  It takes dedicated coaches to keep our program growing.  Please contact bob casagrand at 
robert.f.casagrand@lmco.com if you know of anyone interested in these very rewarding coaching positions.

The girls have been receiving outstanding batting 
instruction from Sandi and Tami Wambold every Wednesday night, and are working very hard.  Our players are 
learning important techniques and are starting to understand how they’ll be using these batting techniques  
during the season. 
 
Despite all the snow cancelling practices, the team is really coming together!! We will be kicking off the 
season with a double-header on April 11th against the Extreme and Deep Run.  We are also looking forward to 
the springford sting tournament on April 24th and 25th and the Extreme Xplosion Tournament on May 8th and 9th. 
Also participating in these tournaments will be our 10u and 14u teams demonstrating the power of our 
organization!  We are ready for some fun on the diamond.   
 
14u team news: 
 
The 14u team has been busy over the winter playing in tournaments and preparing for travel/high school 
softball.  Our team traveled to Williamsport in January to play in an ASA invitational tournament at the 
Generations Sports Dome.  Ten teams participated in the 3 game event traveling from Pennsylvania, New Jersey, 
Maryland and Virginia.  The banshees finished the day in 3rd place.   
 
Over the president’s day weekend in February, the 14u team traveled to Florida to play in the ASA invitational 
at Wide World of Sports.  In addition to a great social event for the team, our players battled some very tough 
Florida teams to finish as the runner-up in the championship game.  A good time was had by all players and 
families. 
 
Our players are currently trying out for high school softball.  We are so privileged to be able to work-out 
during the winter in preparation for our travel program and high school ball.  Our 14u players worked hard in 
preparing their skills at the highest competitive level.  Good luck to all our players in playing for their high 
school teams!! 
 
Showcase team news: 
 
Our Showcase team is working hard on player visibility with college coaches.  In January, the Showcase Team 
traveled to Plantation, Florida to play in one of the biggest College Showcase Tournaments on the East Coast. 
While the weather was less than ideal with rain and a chilly 39 degrees, the Banshee’s battled through five 
games.  In the first game against the Wasco Diamonds from Chicago, our team lost 4 to 1.  The team tied 3 to 3 
against the South Carolina Explosion Gold in the 2nd game.  The Banshee’s beat Team DeMarini from Florida 7 to 
3 in the 3rd game with Home runs by Taylor Shultz, Tex Shilling and Jess White.  Game 4, Team Aruba beat the 
Banshee’s 5-4.  In the final game of the tournament, our girls battled to a 5 to 5 tie against the Tampa Crossfire 
Gold.  Overall, the Banshee’s Showcase team had a very successful 2009/2010 Fall/Winter Season with 18 
wins, 6 losses and 5 ties.   
 
More importantly, our Showcase team is scheduled for many Showcase Tournaments for the Spring/Summer 
2010 Season allowing our High School aged players many opportunities to demonstrate their talent to college 
coaches in hopes of landing a softball scholarship.
